  The story of 60 years “Under the Big Sky” at Castle Rock Baptist Camp 

One of the great men of God in the Old Testament of the Bible is the man Caleb. 
His words are recorded in the book of Joshua as he told how in spite of opposition 
he had “wholly followed the Lord”.  Later he showed his great faith in the Lord 
even though he was up in years by stating in Joshua 14:12 ...”Now therefore 
give me this mountain, whereof the Lord spake in that day”.

This Biblical story of Caleb reminds us of three men who sought the Lord sixty 
years ago for a place to begin a summer Bible camp.  They wanted to help the 
youth and adults of the churches of the Inter-Mountain Baptist Fellowship.  
These three pastors were Pastor Arthur Allen, Pastor Fay Garner and Pastor 
Felix Runquist.  God led them to a summer camp that was for sale and they were 
able to buy the 14 acres and some buildings for the miracle price of $15,000.00.  The 
camp is located in the Gallatin Gateway area of Montana under the beautiful towering 
Storm Castle Peak.

The first summer of camping at the new Castle Rock Baptist Camp was in 1961 with 285 in total attendance for 
all weeks of camp.  The total grocery bill was $909.77 with the cost per meal of $0.24 cents. The cost for a week of 
camp that first year was $10.00. As you can see “times have changed” but the main emphasis is still on the teaching 
and preaching of the Word of God.

This summer we are celebrating the 60th anniversary of Castle Rock Baptist Camp. Through the years there 
have been many changes to the once “run down” property.  Several beautiful buildings have been added as well as 
numerous improvements.  Nearly every week during the summer you will find a group of young people or adults 
enjoying God’s wonderful creation while being encouraged through the Bible.  That is why we call this place that 
God has provided a Bible camp.  Over the years hundreds have received Christ as Savior and many are serving the 
Lord around the world because of the influence of this ministry. Please pray that God will continue to bless this 
historic place that He has used for His Glory located “under the big sky”.

STRONG AS AN EAGLE
Lesson # 2 - Strength Renewed - Isaiah 40:31

When we totally wait upon God our strength will become a “Renewable Resource”. That is what the Lord means when He says 
in Isaiah 40:31 … “shall renew their strength”. The obstacle to seeing this come to pass in our lives is our tendency to take 
matters into our own hands. Contrary to Proverbs 3:5-6 we want to “Lean unto our own understanding”. This is disobedience 
to the Lord and His Word. The ultimate result of this disobedience is a weak and anemic Christian Life. We will not ... “be 
strong in the Lord, and in the power of His might” - Ephesians 6:10. We will not have our “strength renewed”. Also, God’s 

plans for our lives will not be realized. The secret to the renewed strength of 
the eagle is what the eagle does when a storm is approaching. The eagle will 
fly to a very high elevation and wait for the storm to arrive. As the winds of 
the storm increase the eagle will set its wings so that the storm will pick it up 
and lift it above the storm. While the storm rages the eagle will soar above 
and watch from a safe place. The eagle does not escape the storm but uses the 
storm to lift it higher than the storm. It rises on the winds that bring the storm.

Just like the eagle may we learn the value of waiting and trusting totally on the 
Lord. May we rise above the storms of life by being in complete contact with 
God and relying only in Him. May He be the one that “renews our strength”.

SOAR AS AN EAGLE
Lesson # 1 - Wait on the Lord- Isaiah 40:31

Because of this we must 
value the lesson of “Waiting on God.” At this season of the year let us turn our attention to what God instructed 
His people to “wait” and “look” for in their future.

One who would “save His people 
from their sins”.  Matthew 1:21  

This promised one was to be called “JESUS”.  The Lord Jesus did 
come to earth as the Father promised. He did go the old rugged 
cross and die for the sins  of the whole world. He was also called 
“Emmanuel” which means “God with us”. Everything God promises 
does come to fulfillment. He keeps His Word!

But the lesson we must learn today is that what God says He will 
do in our lives comes as a result of “waiting on Him”. His promises 
are worth waiting for in our lives. Let’s learn and practice “waiting 
on God”.  If we learn and practice this lesson we will start down the 
path of “SOARING AS AN EAGLE.”

WINGS AS EAGLES
Lesson # 3 - Taking the High Road - Isaiah 40:31

For those that “wait upon the Lord” Isaiah 40:31 gives 
us the promise of renewed strength and eagles wings. 
What a blessing to know that the Lord will provide for 
us a way to soar above all of the tumult of this present 
world. He gives us a way to “take the High Road” in 
life and not let all of the noise and problems beset us.

In the legend of the Eagle and the Crow there is a truth that would do us well to remember.  The crow sometimes flies up on the back 
of the eagle and sits and pecks the neck of the eagle while in flight. The eagle does not fight back nor waste strength by responding 
to the attack of the crow. Instead the eagle spreads its wings and rises higher and higher in the sky. As the eagle with the crow riding 
on his back gains an extremely high altitude the crow has to dive off the back of the eagle for lack of oxygen. We need to apply this 
story to our lives. When the crows of life come along to attack us, let us mount up with eagles wings and not respond in kind to their 
attack. Let us learn to “take the High Road.” Just quietly keep ascending and even though the crows might be along for the ride they 
will soon give up and fall off. Do not let them distract you but “keep your eyes on Jesus” and keep rising above and beyond.  “Take the 
High Road” with God!

Here are some real life examples and how we should respond. 1. When someone says something unkind to us, “Take the High Road” 
and do not respond in kind.  2. When someone says something about us that is a lie or wrong “Take the High Road”.  3. When a 
coworker tries to put us down to elevate himself    

“Take the High Road” and continue to work faithfully with diligence and a good 
spirit and God will reveal the truth and bring vindication. Jesus Never Fails.

Matthew says in Chapter 5:44 “… and pray for them which despitefully use you, 
and persecute you;”

Remember the Apostle Paul’s words in Romans 8:18, “For I reckon that the 
sufferings of this present time are not to be compared with the glory which shall 
be revealed in us.”

Let us remember to “Mount up with wings as Eagles” and not let the cares of this 
life keep us from all that God has planned for us. Always seek to take the “High 
Road” when others might take the “Low Road”. The Lord always took the “High 
Road” and He continues today in the same Christlike path!

WINGS AS EAGLES
Lesson #4 - The Supernatural Power of God
Isaiah 40:31

As we now approach the latter part of this amazing verse 
we are reminded of the earlier promises for those that 
“Wait Upon The Lord”. First they shall have their strength 
renewed. Second “they shall mount up with wings as eagles.” Third “they shall run, and not be weary.” And fourth “they shall walk, 
and not faint.”

Now we begin to understand what the Lord is trying to teach us. The result of following through in obedience to the first three 
aspects of this verse is now to enjoy “The Supernatural Power of God.” That is evidenced in being able to “Run, and not be weary” and 
“Walk, and not faint.” This all becomes a “Supernatural Experience.” It is a three-fold process. It is growing in grace and endurance 
hand in hand with God. Many times when we start out it is like flying as we “Mount up with wings as eagles.” Then as our experience 
and trust in God increases we begin to “Run.” And then as more “victory in Jesus” is achieved we “walk.” All of this is accomplished 
with the “Supernatural Power of God.” Ultimately, we discover that it is in the “walking” and not in the “flying” that our faith triumphs.

I think of the person who trained for a 26 mile Marathon. They trained four months with hours of preparation running 500 miles 
for a race that lasted 3 hours and 52 minutes. Sadly, we can train for a 26 mile marathon but never prepare for the race of life. It is 
really a lifetime marathon and should be prepared for with great diligence. We do this by daily “Walking with God” so we can “Walk 
and not Faint.” We need to “Practice our Faith” which is “Living out our Faith.” We need to 
strengthen our prayer life by “Waiting on God” in prayer. We also need to “Rest in the Lord” 
which is “Being still and knowing God.”

Notice Hebrews 12:1-2: “Wherefore 
seeing we also are compassed about with 
so great a cloud of witnesses, let us lay 
aside every weight, and the sin which 
doth so easily beset us, and let us run 
with patience the race that is set before 
us, Looking unto Jesus the author and 
finisher of our faith; who for the joy that 
was set before Him endured the cross, 
despising the shame, and is set down at the right hand of the throne of God.”

Recently on a church planting trip I hit a deer. Notice the picture of our Toyota 
Corolla.

THE BIBLICAL CALL OF CHURCH PLANTING 
The Purpose and Work of the IMBF

Mission Statement
1.  To promote a spirit of Christian Fellowship among independent Baptists of like faith.
2.  To encourage a united missionary outreach at home and abroad. 
3. To assist like-minded churches needing our support in a tangible manner whenever possible.
4.  To endeavor to establish new churches where the call is felt for a Christian witness.
5.  To earnestly contend for and defend the Faith against the errors of liberalism, New Evangelicalism, and inclusivism.
6.  To operate Castle Rock Baptist Camp, owned and controlled by the Inter-Mountain Baptist Fellowship.

THE IMPORTANCE OF CHURCH PLANTING
1. Proof of Faithfulness to the Great Commission. The most important reason to plant churches is to fulfill our obligation 
 to the great commission and New Testament role model of evangelizing the lost and edifying the saints. 
 Matthew 28:19-20 and the missionary journeys of the Apostle Paul reveal this Biblical mandate.
2.  Pressure to be Unfaithful to the Great Commission. Some good churches will leave their Biblical roots and become 
	 liberal,	modernistic,	and	apostate	from	the	faith.	This	decreases	the	faithful	witness	of	God	as	well	financial	and	prayer	
 support of missions to fewer churches. New churches need to be established to replace these losses. Without new 
 churches the work of Biblical missions will be hindered.
3.  Population Changes. Population shifts and growth in existing towns and cities create a need for church planting. As new 
 communities are developed new churches need to be established to reach these population centers. If new churches 
	 are	not	planted,	the	people	of	these	communities	must	drive	long	distances	to	find	a	good	church,	thus	abandoning	the	
 New Testament emphasis of the “local church”.
4.  Problems in Local Assemblies. There are times when a local church’s testimony in the community ceases to be viable.  
 This may be caused by dissension, internal problems, immorality, embezzling, and other issues which alienate the local 
 church from the community. Church planting or a church restart becomes necessary in order to have a proper witness 
 for the Lord.
5.  Properly Seeing a Need. “Where there is no vision the people perish.” Proverbs 29:18. Some areas do not have a 
 fundamental local church to attend. As God’s people we need to band together to reach the unreached.

TURNING THE WORLD UPSIDE DOWN - ACTS 17:6
“…These that have turned the world upside down are come hither also;” 

The first century church without all of the technology we have available to us today 
“turned the world upside down”. (Acts 17:6) What made the difference?  They had 
a willing heart and were aided by the power of the Holy Spirit. They also followed 
God’s Biblical plan of “Multiplication.” God’s plan of Church Planting to Reach 
the World with the Gospel involves “multiplication.”  Multiplication is a Biblical 
principle. In (Genesis 1:28), God said to Adam and Eve, “…Be fruitful, and multiply, 
and replenish the earth …” The Lord Jesus used multiplication to accomplish spiritual 
reproduction. He accomplished this in His own earthly ministry as he spent three 
years recruiting, discipling and training His followers. His multiplication method 
began with first adding twelve men and then teaching them that He was “…the way, the truth and the life.” (John 14:6). He then sent 
them out to make disciples in all nations (Matthew 28:19-20). This is Biblical and Spiritual Multiplication. 

In the sixth chapter of Acts we see the work of “addition” changed to “multiplication” (Acts 6:7) This was clearly pictured in the 
ministry of Philip the Evangelist. Philip met the Ethiopian Eunuch and led him to Christ. The Ethiopian went back to Ethiopia and 
tradition tells us that the entire nation and surrounding areas were brought to Christ. Note the four areas of multiplication.

 Message by Dr. Paul Hoover, IMBF Field Representative 

I have been recently criss-crossing the country 
preaching a message of Revival. Presently God’s people 
are desperately in need of a great spiritual revival.
